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1) How many records are in the original table? And, what is the most recent date that a candidate “received” a political donation?
2) For our pivot table, we want to be able to group the dates by years. To do this, we’ll need the Year function to pull the year out of column L, “Date_received”. So, insert a new column to the right of L, call it “Year”, type the Year function, properly format the variable, copy it to the bottom of the column, and make sure that all the cells have been filled in. Now we’re ready to make pivot tables. 
3) Pivot table one: Count the donations between the years 2012 and 2016, making sure the values are properly formatted. Be sure the name your worksheet. 
4) Pivot table two: In addition to counting, sum the donations for the years between 2012 and 2016.
5) Pivot table three: How many of the donations that we’ve counted and summed went to Liberal candidates in 2015, the year of the last federal election?
6) BONUS QUESTION: Pivot table four: Who donated the most money to the Conservatives in 2015?
